Therapy Services for CSEC 

The Georgia Center for Child Advocacy provides therapy services to youth who have been Commercially Sexually Exploited. Our approach utilizes Trauma-focused Cognitive Behavioral Therapy (TF-CBT) as the intervention framework. TF-CBT is an evidence-based treatment that has been found to be particularly effective with sexually abused and traumatized children and adolescents and has been used successfully with CSEC populations. These services are funded by a grant from SAMHSA and the National Child Traumatic Stress Network.

Referral Process: 
· The Georgia Center will provide outpatient trauma-focused treatment to CSEC-identified clients residing in the metro Atlanta area.  CSEC-identified youth and their non-offending caregivers participate in weekly 60 or 90 minute sessions
